Lunch Notes: the Burke Museum Café, located just across the parking lot from William H. Gates Hall, is a small establishment serving pre-made salads and sandwiches. We probably cannot all sit together, but we can form small groups. It has a lovely atmosphere and the 18th century pine paneling is a nice contrast to the modern Gallagher Law Library.

Directions & Parking: the Law Library is on Floors L1 and L2 in William H. Gates Hall on the University of Washington campus. William H. Gates Hall is located south of the Burke Museum, between 15th Ave. NE and Memorial Way, near the intersection of 15th Ave. NE and NE 43d Street.

If you enter the building from the main entrance, off Memorial Way, go down the stairs or take the elevator to floor L1. If you enter from the entrance closest to 15th Ave. NE, you need to take the stairs or elevator up to the 1st floor of the law school, cross the long gallery, then take the east stairs or elevator down to floor L1. 

Parking is expensive. The charge for a day pass on campus is $9. Arrangements have been made to allow NGIN members to park in the N1 parking lot, which is just north of William H. Gates Hall.

If you are driving and parking, take I-5 to the NE 45th St. exit. From the south, turn right (east) on NE 45th. From the north, turn left (east). After 10 or blocks, turn right on Memorial Way (first right past 15th Ave. NE). This is one of the main campus entrances. Stop at the gatehouse, tell them you are here for a special event – the NGIN meeting – and purchase a ticket for the N1 parking lot ($9).
